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1. Have you enjoyed participating in the Shieling Project so far? Why?
All participants greatly enjoyed this project. They found the following to be positives: being outdoors, enjoying being challenged, learning patience, having a big element of trust from the instructors (trust was mentioned by 3 of the 4), feeling a sense of responsibility, being included and getting to mix with the other (S2 and S3) pupils.
2. Do you feel more or less confident in yourself since participating? Do you think this will change with the next sessions?

All but one felt more confident (and this one felt still the same, but noted he already felt confident and though more sessions would likely lead to greater confidence). One emphasised that they felt a lot more confident. One noted they loved the responsibility of scavenging for materials and another felt better at trying Maths problems due to increased confidence from trying challenging activities here.
3. Do you feel more calm at school and able to deal with school problems after solving problems at the Shieling?

All said yes to this. They noted a general increased in confidence since starting; said that solving problems at SP has improved patience and they enjoyed having the time to work on/solving tougher problems a bit longer. The basket weaving activity was highlighted as one which taught lots of patience!
4. Do you feel your relationship building has improved in any way since starting SP?

Most felt that they were already good at making relationships anyway but one did note they now found it easier to make friendships since gaining more confidence.
5. Are you looking forward to the second half? Why?

A clear and unanimous yes! They are all looking forward to new challenges and feel that they have good friendships going amongst the whole group.
6. Is there anything else you would like to add?
“It is amazing!”

All have enjoyed it so far, are looking forward to it continuing and feel that it is helping with school skills (through improved confidence and patience).
